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	TRANSMOGRIFIED BANKRUPTCY CLAIMS: 
Leaving behind Equitable Subordination, Disallowance, and Other Potential Afflictions for Innocent Buyers of Claims

Thursday, October 4, 2007

The SDNY District Court has just vacated the “Tainted Debt” decision of the Enron Bankruptcy Court that had declined to dismiss actions to equitably subordinate (under section 510(c)) and disallow (under section 502(d)) claims held by buyers based solely upon the alleged misconduct of, or transfers received by, the original owner/seller of the claims.  Two FLC veterans who are on opposite sides of the issue will discuss the District Court’s opinion and its significant broader implications for both the bankruptcy practice and purchasers of distressed debt.
