The Annual Seminar of the Financial Lawyers Conference for 2008 will take place at the Ojai Valley Inn &  Spa, Ojai, California, over the weekend of February 22-24, 2008.  This year’s Seminar topic is:

Cutting-Edge Issues Involving Securitizations, the Financing of Accounts, Payment Intangibles and Other Rights to Payment, and Implications for Bankruptcy Law.


The moderator for our Seminar will be Professor Thomas E. Plank, Joel A. Katz Distinguished Professor of Law, University of Tennessee College of Law.  Professor Plank is a nationally recognized expert on asset backed securities and has published extensively on commercial finance, securitization, and bankruptcy issues.  Before joining the UT faculty, he was a partner with Kutak Rock LLP specializing in real estate finance, commercial finance, bankruptcy, and securities, in particular serving as issuer’s counsel and bankruptcy counsel in securitization transactions.  Since joining the UT faculty he has served as a consultant and an expert witness on securitization and other bankruptcy and commercial law matters, and since June 2001 has been Of Counsel to McKee Nelson LLP, for which he provides advice on bankruptcy, commercial law, and real estate issues in connection with securitizations and other complex commercial transactions.  Professor Plank will lead an in-depth discussion regarding the financing of rights to payment that we anticipate will be interesting, spirited, and at times controversial.
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The Seminar materials will be distributed via e-mail again this year.  Therefore, we ask each applicant to provide an e-mail address.  We will provide hard copies of materials for those who would prefer that method of distribution.


The weekend includes approximately 12 hours of roundtable Seminar which has been approved for Minimum Continuing Legal Education credit by the State Bar of California.

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The standard registration fee for the Seminar is $1,675 per couple or $1,475 for an individual.  (The registration fee for optional early arrival on Thursday 4/19/07 is $1,995 per couple or $1,795 per individual.)  The registration fee includes the educational program and materials; room and tax; resort fee (which covers unlimited high speed internet access, local and toll-free phone calls, daily access to the fitness center, and in-room coffee/tea); hosted receptions on Friday and Saturday evenings; dinners on Friday and Saturday; buffet breakfasts on Saturday and Sunday; buffet lunch on Saturday; three Seminar breaks with snacks and beverages; and self-parking (be sure to get validated at check-in).  As in previous years, there will be a $50 registration fee for each child over the age of five that will be attending one or more of the three meals that are open to children (Saturday breakfast, Saturday lunch, and Sunday breakfast).
